ENFONCEMEKT OF THE LAWS,

I'am glad to e able to report that there is a commetndable dispesition
on the part of the great hody of tax-payers to yield a ready ohedivnee to
tho laws, and that the taxes are collectod with the least possible friction.
In the eollection dis@icts where frands in the manuficture and sale of
spirits am tobaceo have heen rife, and where resistance to authority
has prevailed, theve has been a mavifest improvement in public senti-
ment.  While it is shown by a table on page 22 that duriug the past
sixteen months 354 illicit distilleries have been seized, aud 1,510 illicit
distillers arrested, I awm ¢uabled to report that illieit distilling lias, by
the avtive operations of the past five years, been reducel o a minimum,
and the iltieit manufacture of tobaeeo has for the most part been aban-
doued. The business of “blockading,” so callod, thut is, the sale of
illicit whisky and tobaceo from poddlers’ wagons, has almost becs sup-
pressed.  Bands of illicit distillers corabined togecher in defianee of law
bave Leen Lroken np, and forcible resistance to the officers of the gov-
ermnont, theugh it has not entirely ceased, is of mmneh less frequent oc-
currence thuu herctofore.

PROTECTION OF REVERNUE OFFI0RILS.

T again recotumend additional Jegislation Tor the protection of the lives
and persons of offieers of the Unived States from the unlawful assanlts
ol those who resist their anthorily,  There shonld be a law for the trial
and puunishment in the courts ol the United States of persons whe kil or
wmake assaults with intent to kill officers of the United Srates while en-
gaged in the porforimance of their Inwlul daties. At this time the ouly
ofteuzces cognizable in the courts of the United Siutes for acts of this
chnrueter are obstructing i conspiring to obstruct fhe euforcement of
the lnw, the punishwent for which is entirely inadequate to the inany
Lginons crimes agningt the lives and persous of oflicers of the govern-
ment which have been eomnitted within the past few yvears.

PEXSIOXNE T0 WIDOWS AND ORPHANXS OF OPPIOERY KILLED.

The straggle maintained for the past iveyears fur the suppression of
illicit Qistilling hus resulted n the kilhng of 28 and the wounding of 64
officers and employdés. ]

Amongst the nuaber who lost their lives while enforcing the laws of
the United States agoinstillicit distillors was LicotenantMelniire, of the
Scvand Tnited States Infantry, who was killed in Georgia February 9,
1377, By reason ot his being un offiver of the United States Ay his
widow has Deen awarded o pousion of $1% o wonth (the highest rate
allowed by law) and 2 a month for each of ey five children.  This is
eminently jusb and proper. '

On tlie 9th ol Augnst, 1878, Deputy Collector Couper, of Kuoxville,
Tenn., whilst co-operating with nther otlicors in pneting down arnel re-
sistance to the law, was shotand instantly killed, and on the 20th of July
Jast Depaty Golloctor Thomas 1., Brayton, of South Gurulina, wus killed
by au jllicit distitler, under civainnistances of peculiar atroeity,  Eacli of
these eoflicers lefy . wife and children bereft of their naturc] means of
support, Deputy Collectors Cooper anddt Braytow, cqually witle Liouten-
ant Melutive, lost their lives in the service of the government and in
tho effort to enforoe its laws againgt armed resistances, but beiny in the
civil instead of in sl mditary serviee of the government, the law makes
no provision for the reliel of their widows and orplians. This distinet-
ion is not just, and 1 respuctiully suggest the propricty of legislation
anthorizing suitable pensions (o be ywarded to the widowsand depenident
fainilics of oflicers and employés Lilled in the entoreement of the law,
and dirgeting proper provisions to be inade for oflicers and emyloyés
wounded ov disabled iu the service. ‘

than brigandage,

[ vegard the systene of fees :wnd allowanees to marshals and district
W bOrmey s 13 open to this objection. Their paximam eonpensalion is
tixed by law and the orders of the Attorney-Ceneral, hut the sunonot
dctually received depends ahobst wholly upon the iustitution and pros-
eeotion of cases incourt.  While these oflicers arve paid ont of the Treas-
ury hvespoect to cases in which the United States is a party, the com-
pensation thus paird is for fees maule, expenses incurred, and serviess
rendered in eonnection with eriminal and civil cases instituted in belalf
of the United Srates. Phe district atterney is made the judge of the
propriety of gomnencing & erbitinal prosecution againgt a citizen on ae-
connt of whiclt e awd fhe marshal will reesive pay from the govern-
mont whether the party be guilty or inonocent. Vhese olficers may pre-
fer complaints agaiost citizens, cause United States coinmissioncrs to
15500 Warralts, may arrest aml examine the parties betore the comwmnis-
gioner aiul the district attorney, marshal, guard, withesses, and the
commissioner will all get their fees trom the governmnent even though
the party arrestod be dischargud.

Jnstances have been bronght to my attention where numerous prose-
cnuons have been ipstituted for the most trivial violatious of law, and
the arrvsted parties tiuken long distinees and subjected to great incon-
venienes and expense, not in the intorast of the government, but appa-
ently for no other reason than to muke costs.

* There is winguestionably on every aud an earnost desire to have tho
. \ .
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officos filled Ly persuns who are honest, capable, and diligent, ausd 0
Liave the Dusiness between the ‘government aud the people transactod
proptly, aceeptubly, and in 8 thorongh, businessiike manner. The
chief poiut of discussion seems 10 be i respect to the mauner of making
appuintments to and removaly from ofice. It 15 jnsisted by some that
the best civil service will be found in making it absolutely won-partisan;
that is to say, that political considerations shall not enter into the qies-
tion of applications for appointment to office, nor mto the oxercise of Lhe
powers of appointinent and removal.

It would seew axiowabic that the teunre of ofhee and the powers of
appointment ond removal sbould agrec with the genius of the govern-
ment and the apirit of the people trom whom all powers einanite.

Gy governents, State nmd Nabonal, are founnded upon the elective
svstent,  Qriginally, the constitutions of wany of the Stales made pro.
vigion for the legislutures to choose the judiciary. The growth ol the
spirit of sclf-goverument in process of lme changed most of shese eon-
stitutions, so that to-day, in neariy all the States of the Union, the
Jjudiges are electod by the pevple for o tixed term of yeurs. The wide
diftnsion of education and Knowledge amongst the peoyle, the case of
obtaining information of pnblie affairs throngh the press, the constant
participatiou iu the affairs of governmont ot tho ballof-box and other.
wise, und the jmportant aud stirring political events of the past twenty
years hiave se wrought npon the puopls of this country that they now
tako ore iuterest in pueblic afthirs thou ever before, and the great mass
of educnted and intelligent mwen competant Lo Dold office are ilentilied
with one or the other ol the political parties of the eountry. 1In fact, iv
lias come to be expected that every citizeu of standing, and worthiy of
cousideration, will lave definite political opiniona and aflilixtious. This
Leing the case, it is obvious thuat Kicre are not existing in the esantry
men snitable for holding the pubiic oflices who are free from political
convictivegy 8o that, in point of faut, in selecting otficers it is neeessnry
to cliwose from ohe or the other of tho political parties of the cowutry.

To give the country s government of the people, the prineiples intlu-
cncing the exercise of the power of appolutinent should be in harmony
with the prineiples controlling the people ju waking choiee of officers
through the elective frchise.

Tt tliis proposition be sound, it remains to be aseertained by what mile
the people are zoverned wheu they come to cast their ballets for elective
officers. In respect to the zreat wmjority of people, the mle may be
safely stated thns: Tho eleetor demands chat the eandilate shull be
bonest and capable, and that he stall agree with him in lhis pelitical
opinions,  We give expression to our politieal convictions at the palls
by electing men to make and to enforce the laws who agres with us
nolitically. The principlo of agreenent in politieal opinions isthe great
teat of voting {er candidates from President to coustable,

1t is argued that the inferior offieers and clerks cmployed by the gov-
erinent- at the capitul and throughont the country can pervtovm their
dutics sutisfactorily, notwithstanding their opinions ditler trom tbe
dominaut political pacty, and the conclusion s drawn that theretore
cltanges should not Le made in these positions where the poersons ave
found to b henest, capabls, ond diligzeot, 1o me it geewms: entirely -
probable that sacl a rule will be adopted with tho eorenrrence of the
people, considering the fact that the political complexion ot the country
will be changed ouvly after o great strngsle and clabarate discussion.
Such a chango vecesgsarily implivs a deliberate opinior ou the part of
thao poople that the party proclaimed as dominant is belter fitted toad-

It would
geteatly teud to secure eflicioncy in she service to provide that the reg-
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ular pay of 10 per cent. of the clerks in cach Lureau might beincreased
at the beginning of each fiscal year, say, i per cent. for marked ea-
pacity, filelity, and zoal iu the dischurge of duty, tbis increase to be
made upon the dertificnte of the head of divisiou, the chiel clerk, and
the head of the burean,  Prawmotions shonld be made strictly npon morit,
after u suitable examination, atul upon the recommendation of the head
of the proper burean, '

The removils of elerks und employds shonld bo for dishonesty, inca-
pacity, neglect of duty, insubordination, intemperauce, immarality, or
inability, such disgualitications (o be ascertained nnder suitable regula-
tions prescribed by the head of the proper department.

Persons retiving Irow the serviee apon resignation or expivation of
terw, withont fanlt, should Le given au honorable dischayge. The 1v-
moval from the service of persons rendered nufit by the infinwities of
years, o from other ciuses disconneeted fron miscomiuct, is wt il tines
an unplepsant duty to pertorm, especially when sneh oflicers or elerks
have rendered valuablo services throngh i munber of ymirs and o
their meager salarics buvo been unable to Ly by o competency tor old
age.  To mitignte tho livdship of suel eaaes ahd toinsurs i proper tecog-
nition of fuithful service 1 wonld suggest the propriety of providing by
Jaw that all subordinnte oflicers, clerks, aml employcs retived, withuut
fault, by resignation, expiration of term, or inability afier a service of four
years, slall be entitled to receive one month’s pay for each yeur sud pro
rata for cach fraction of 2 yoar of servioe rondered, sueh retiving pay to be
compnted at the rate of pay tho person has received from time to time,

RECAPITULATION,

The principies snggested could readily Le applied to the entire civil
serviee of the conuntry.

In respect to the yuestion vf retiring pay, T wun satiglied that the great
majority. of the persons to whom it wounld apply are solely dopendeut
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upon their salaries for the support of themselves and fawmilies.  loquiry
ju the tnternal Revenne Oflice shows tho fact that the average number
of persons deperdent upon the salaries of clerks and cmployés is as
jollows : Salarius o $1,800, 81,600, 1,400, £1,200, and 8720, the average
is fonr persons to ench salary: salariecs of £1,000, three persons; suliries
of BY900, two persons; and salarvies of $060, tive persons to ench salury,
1t is ebvious (rom this statewent that persons hvawing salavies of 81,800
and less, will baveaut littie lelt at the end of tho year after supporting
their Bamilies.  1v will bhe readily understowd that, with a knowledge of
such faets, the hoad of a burean will Le digposed to hesitate to recon-
mend the disclinrge of persons who, after serving the goverument @ num-
bu of yoars wilh fidelity, buve become incapagitated for a proper per-
formanee of Quey Ly old ape.  Mhuy thus become pensioners ou the
goverument aml are retained to the injury of the service.  The propuscd
proviston for retiring pay, if adopted, would, as before stated, mitigate the
lizrdslip of diseharging sueh persons from the service, and would, in my
opinion, be a satisfactery solntion of a difficult and delicate problem.

capacity of sixty bushels were in charge of storekeepers and gangers
as distinet ofticers.  After consideration, I eame to thie eonclusion that
it was desirable, us an, ccononlic measure, to raise the rate of capacity
of distilleries at which a storekeeper and ganger eombiued in ono officer
conld be employed from 60 to 100 bushels per day.  Ou my recommend-
ation to the honorable Seeretary it wus aceordingly ordered that in all
distilleries of the capacity of 100 buslels per day and under, a com-
bined storekeeper and gauger should be employed. The saving thus
effected caunot be exactly comnpubed, but is believed to Lein the neigh-
borhood of 322,000 per annnm.

REDUCTION OF PAY OF STOKEKELIER AND GAUGERS.

In April last I directed that the daily compensation of officers Lolding
the combinedl offiec of storekeeeper uud gauger, and assioned to duty at
dlistilleries haviug a doily capacity of uob exoceding twenty bushels ot
grain, shonld be reduced frowm $4 dollars to 33 dollars per dicw.  This
ebange seemed to be demanded by veason of the disparity between the
amount of Iabor required of these officers and the pay received.

Accordingly notice of the change in riate of pay, to take eftfect on the
first of the wonth suceeeding, was sent out to 634 officers assigned to the
same number of distilleries having e daily eapacity above stated, and
situated in 46 collection districts, resnlting fu an himoediate saving of
634 duily, aml o total saving during the remainder of the fseal year
of nearly $:24,000. . .

Notwithstanding these measnres of cconomy there was a defieieney
in the appropristion for the pay of storekeepers and gangers and miscel-
laneous expenses for the last fiseal year, of 65,000, I Lhave the honor
to reconimend that thia snm Le appropriated at the cavliest day practi-
eable, so that these oflicers shall receive pay for theiv rervices.

The largest eollection of revenie from manufactured tobaceo and snaff
made in any one fiscal yenr was inmde doring the fiseal year ended June
30, 1877, to wit, 825,148,767.00,  The rates of tax then were, for al] kiuds
of manufactured chewiny and smoking tobacco, 24 cents per pound, and
for snufl} 32 ceuts pur poumd,  OF the former, 112,722,033 pounds wero
renmoved for consnmption, aud ol the latter, 3,424,043 pounds,

Daring the last fiscal year the total quantity of mauufactured tolueeo,
including snalt, remaoved for consumption was 147,013,403 pounds, being
34,200,350 ponnds more than for the year 1877, By veason of the re-
duoced aud uniforn rage of tax, the collections upon tobaceo and snnff
for thie last fiscal year full helow those of 1877 by the sum of $4,626,297.27.

The cellections from cigars, clicroots, aud cigarestes for the fiscal year
coded June 30, 1877, were 311,06),273.13, whilst fur thoe last fiscal year
they aggregated 17,085,506, showing wu increase of $6,027,427.585.

The total receipts frem tobaceo i all its sources for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1877, were 8:41,140G,546.92.
