COLLECTIONS FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDED JUNE 30, 1804,

In my last annaal report [ estimated that the receipts of this Bureau
for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1894, would aggregate $150,000,000.
Throughout the entire year the financial depression tended to mater
ally reduce the receipts from all sources of internal taxation, and it is
with mnch regret that [ am eompelled to state that the receipts fell
short of the estimate in the snm of $2,831,550.30, the actual collections
being $147,168,449,70,

The following tables exhibit in detail the amount of internal revenue
collected during the fiscal year ended June 30, 1894, the sources whieh
vielded the revenue, the total sums collected in each collection district,
State and Territory, the cost of collecting, cte.:

AMOUNT EXPENDED UNDER “CHINESE EXCLUSION ACT,” 1893-94.

. By the act approved November 3, 1893, to prohihit the coming of
Chinese Dersons into the United States, the duty of registering Chinese
laborers was imgosed upon this Bureau. This work was completed on
May 3, 1804, and the total number of registration certificates applied
for wag 106,811, The total sum appropriated for this work was $60,000,
and the total amount expended.up to the close of the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1894, was $42,509.36, leaving unexpended on the 1st day of
July, 1894, $17,100.64. '

The act of Congress approved Aungust 7, 1882, making provision for
sundry civil expeyses for the year ending June 30,'1883, required the
Commissioner of Internal Revenue to make a detailed statement of all
miscellaneous expenditures in the Bureau of Internal Revenue for
which appropriation was made.in that act.

In addition to the foregoing there were also employed for limited
periods 409 persons in duties solely eonnected with the execntion of the
provisions of the act of Oetober 1, 1890, relating to the payment of
bounty on sugar preduced, as shown more in detailin that part of this
report relating to that subject.

At the elose of the year ended June 30, 1804, 207 officers, clerks, mes-
sengers, and laborers were employed in this Burean, and the aggregate
amount paid during the year for their salaries was RU6T,486.50,

STORFKEEPERS, GAUGERS, ETC.

There were also employed 696 gaugers, who received fees not to exceed
&5 per day ; Ht6 storekeepers, and 1,254 storekeepers, and gaugers, whose
pay did not exceed $4 per diem, and 6 distillery surveyors. All the
toregoing oflicers are paid only when actually employed.

Storekeepers are assigned to those distilleries only which have a sar-
veved daily capacity of 100 bushels or more, and are paid such compen-
cation as may be preseribed by the Commissioner of Internal Revenue,
not 1o exceed #4 per day.

The pay of storekeeper and gangers assigned to distilleries whese
registered daily capaecity is 20 bushels or less is fixed by law at #2 per
diem. The pay of those assigned to larger distilleries has been graded
according to the following scale:

Compensation for storekeeper and gangers assigned to distilleries hfW-
ing a surveyed daily eapacity exceeding 20 bushels and not exeeeding
1) bushels, #3 per day: compensution of those assigned to dixtilleries
having a surveyed daily eapacity exceeding 40 bushels and not exceeding
60 bushels, 23,50 per day : compensation of those assigned to distilleries
having a surveyed daily eapacity exceeding 60 bushels, ¥4 per day.

- OFPICIAL COUNT OF S8TAMPS IN VAULT.

In accordance with instructions contained in Department letter of
December 9, 1893, appointing a committee to make an inventory of the
jnternal-revenue stamps in the vaults of the stamp division, the com-
mittee reported and took possession of the vaults at 9 o'clock on the
morning of December 27,1893, with a force of 2 clerks, 35 expert counters,
and 20 packers and laborers selected from different offices of the
Department, and proceeding at once with the count, ecompleted the

STOCK OF STAMPS IN VAULT, .

The present stock of stamps in the vaults of this Burean does not
come up to the requirements of the statute and is inadegnate to meet
the demands of the service. It i8 estimated that the three months’ sup-
+ply which the statute requires to be in the vault should be 300,000,000
stamps of the various classes and denominations. The stock on hand -
the vault to October 9, 1894, is only 96,206,482 stamps of all denomi-
inations. The inability to maintain the stock at the statutory require-
ent_is due to the failure of the Bureau of Engraving and Printing
- fill the orders from this Burean as called for. There are now due
om the Burean of Engraving and Printing on past orders 140,452,100
stamps, and orders for November delivery umount to 97,848,000
satamps. o -

I am pleased to state, however, that the deliveries from the Bnrean
e gradually increasing, and it is believed that within a short time
e stock of stamps in the vault will be hrought up to the statutory
requnirement.

Abont 50
of these manufacture over 1,000,000 pounds apiece, of whom 5 average
over 10,000,000 pounds annually, Nearly 200 manufacture over 100,000
pounds and less than 1,000,000 each. .

THE REVENUE ACT OF AUGUST 23, 18M, A8 TQO THE INTERNAL-REVENUE TAX ON
' DISTILLED SPIRITS.

Under the provisions of the act of August 28, 1894, the tax on dis-
tilled spirits was increased from 90 cents to $1.10 per gallon and the
bonded period was extended from three years to eight years. Al though
this act did not become a law nntil August 28, it was evident, at least
asearly as June, 1894, that the tax ou distilled spirits wonld be inereased.
This faet explains the great increase in the tax-paid withdrawals of
distilled spirits during July and August, 1894, as shown in the fore-
going table, over those for the same monthg in July, 1893, and the
decrease of such withdrawals during September, 1894, as compared with
those for the same month in 1893. The heavy withdrawals made in
June, July,and August, 1894, had the effect of overstocking the market
with tax-paid spirits, as will more fully appear in the table on pages
158.and 159, causing a falling off in the tax-paid withdrawals during
October and November, 1894, These known facts indicate that although
the rate of tax on distilled spirits was materially inereased by the act
named, this act maynot have the effect of proportionately increasing the
revenue during the year ending June 30, 1395,

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‘There were 579 licenses issued to cane-sngar producers during the
fiscal year ended June 30, 1894, and sugar was produced under 533 of
these licenses. Of this latter numhber 508 were issned for the colleetion
. district of Louisiana, embracing the States of Mississippi and Louisi-
>~ ana, with only 1 license for Mississippi; 13 were issued for the third col-
lection districtof Texas and 12 for the collection district of Florida.
The total quantity of cane sugar produeed during the said fiscal year,
go fgr as the same was officially weighed, amounted to 611,156,922
pounds, of which 597,969,745 pounds were produced in the collection
district of Louisiana, 11,382,852 pounds in the third collection district
of Texas, and 1,304,325 pounds in the collection district of Florida. The
"inecrease in the production of cane sugar during the last fiscal year over

_ being equal to 34.3 per centum, but the number of licenses issned to cane-
- sagar producers decreased from 650 to 679, and the number of actual
" cane-sugar producers from 551 to 495.

The decrease in the number of cane-sugar producers, notwithstand-
ing the large increase in their production, is due to the fact that a num.
ber of primitive open-kettle sugar factories are being discontinued from
year to year in the collection district of Louisiaua, wherethe sugar pro-
duction is gradually heing concentrated in the hands of the sngar pro-
ducers possessing the most modern and improved machigery for the
manufacture of sugar. Many persons who formerly made open-kettle
sugar are now selling their sugar cane, or the sirup produced therefrom,
to the sugar producers who possess large factories containing vacuum
. pans gbd centrifugals with other modern machinery. -

Inthe fiscal year eunded June 30, 1804, the area of land devoted to the
culture of sugar eane in the United States was reported to he 289,940
. acres, of which 281,667 acres were cultivated in the collection distriet
of Louisiana, 7,060 acres in the third colection district of Texas, aud
1,213 acres in the collection district of Florida. These figures show-an
increase in area of 60,288 acres over the area reported for the fiscal year
ended June 30, 1893, 1t should be observed, however, that this statis-
tical informatiou is not exactly accurate, owing to the great difficulty in
obtaining complete and exact reports, especially of the cane and sirnp
purchased by the licensed sugar producers. Persons who sellcane’are
generally small planters, who have no exact measurements of their cane
landas, but base their reports of area given to the purchaser, and hy him
to this office, on estimates made from the weight of the cane or the quan-
tity of the sirup produced therefrom. Even some of the licensed sngar
producers have no measurements of their cane lands and no scales for
welghing theircane. In makingtheirreportstothis officethey therefore
have to estimate the acreage gnd the weight of their cane, the latter

The Medicine Lodge Sugar Company, Medicine Lodge, Kans., and the
Parkinson Sugar Company, Fort Scott, Kans., were the only sorghum-
sugar producers licensed during the fiscal year ended June 30, 1894,
These producers are possessed of the most modern machinery for mak-
ing sugar, consisting of diffusion batteries for extracting the juice from

the sorghnum, vacuum evaporators for boiling the quice_int.o girnp, and

vacuum pans and centrifugal machinery for granulating the sirup.
Kansas is the only State in the Union whieh is engaged in the pro-
duction of sugar from sorghnm, ‘

year ended June 3, 1892, was 1,136,086 pounds; in the next fiscal year

As to the weighing, sampling, and polagization of the maple sugar, it
‘may be stated that the sugar was weighed and sampled by deputy col-
ectors, who either called for this purpose at the sngar factories of the
roducers, or were located at eonvenient central stations in the maple-
s sugar districts where the licensed producers wonld bring their sugar to
* be weighed and sampled. '

The sugar samples from the New England States were sent for polar-
fzation to the Government laboratory established at Montpelier, Vt.,
while the samples from the rest of the maple-sngar produecing States
were sent to the laboratory of this office for polarization, exeept during
: the first bounty year ended June 30, 1892, when & laboratory was also
maintained at Syracuse, N. Y., where the samples of maple shgar pro-
nced in the State of New York were polarized.

ADULTERATION OF FOOD AND DRUGS IN THE DISTRIOT OF COLUMBIA,

The act of Octoher 12, 1888, «to prevent the manufacture or sale of
adulterated food or drugs in the District of Coluinhia ” imposes upon
this office the duty of analyzing all samples suhmitted for decision as
to their character. No provision has heen made, siuce the first year of .
its passage, for increasing the force or equipment of this division, in
connection with the execution of the law, and heretofore no such
increase has heen necessary, as no effort has heen made to enforce it,
consequently few samples have heen presented. In consequence of a
more active supervision of the milk supply in Washington hy the local
health authorities, however, a numher of samples of milk were pre-
sented to this office during August and Septemher, 1893, for decisions

" 88 to their adulteration under the provisions of this law. As the time

required for the analysis of these samples and for the rendering of
expert testimony thereon in court threatened to interfere seriously with
the regular work of the division, revised regulations were issued gseries
7, No. 15, revised) providing for the analysis of all such samples hy
the chemist of the health office of the District of Columhia, under the
contrel and supervision of this office.

Reports were accordingly received from this officer from Septemher,
1893, up to the close of the fiscal year, of the analysis of 17 samples—
15 of milk, 1 of hutter, and 1 of graunulated sugar—all of which were’
decided to he adulterated and so certified to the district attorney for
the District of Columbia. I would suggest, in this connection, that
Congress he asked to either provide the facilities necessary for the
analysis of all samples in the lahoratory of this office, or to so amend
the law as to relieve me entirely from any cornection with its execution.
